The residents 
suffered extensive smoke damage, but no one was 
injured.  Both home and emergency numbers given to 
the COPS block captain were telephones inside the 
home.  The residents were not at home during the fire.

Every block has a ÔcaptainÕ who visits new families (and 
not-so-new families periodically) to obtain or update 
emergency information.   Call Allan Taylor at 770-413-
0396 if you have not been visited by your block 
captain.  Please give the block captain a cell phone or 
other phone number in case there is an emergency in 
your home. Block captains also take info on the make 
and model of vehicle(s).  Please notify them of any 
changes.  We also have a yellow-sticker vehicle decal to 
aid police patrols.

(In June even 
caution tape and barriers did not keep people off the 
deck after the railing collapsed).
